·  Circulating ‘Preparing for Emergencies in Birmingha m’ booklets,  
DVDs, ‘In Case of Emergency’ wallets and other mate rial and 
posters within your organisation; 

·  Identifying local resources e.g. community halls, 4 X4 vehicles 
that might be of use in an emergency; 

·  Developing emergency plans for your business / loca lity; 
·  Participating in emergency exercises to test curren t plans and 

arrangements,
